Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk menganalisis pengaruh Dana Pihak Ketiga 

(DPK), Inflasi, Capital Adequacy Ratio (CAR), Non Performing Financing (NPF) 

dan Kurs terhadap Pembiayaan Usaha Kecil dan Menengah di Bank Syariah. 

Objek penelitian ini adalah seluruh bank syariah yang terdaftar di Bank Indonesia 

dan Otoritas Jasa Keuangan (OJK) yang terdiri dari Bank Umum Syariah (BUS) 

pada periode 2011-2014. Teknik pemilihan sampel dilakukan dengan 

menggunakan metode purposive sampling. Sampel yang masuk kriteria selama 

tahun pengamatan sebanyak 11 bank. Metode analisis data penelitian ini yaitu 

analisis regresi berganda.  

Hasil penelitiannya menunjukkan bahwa Dana Pihak Ketiga (DPK) 

berpengaruh positif signifikan terhadap pembiayaan Usaha Kecil dan Menengah 

(UKM) di bank syariah, Inflasi berpengaruh negatif tidak signifikan terhadap 

pembiayaan Usaha Kecil dan Menengah (UKM) di bank syariah, Capital 

Adequacy Ratio (CAR) berpengaruh negatif signifikan terhadap pembiayaan 

Usaha Kecil dan Menengah (UKM) di bank syariah, Non Performing Financing 

(NPF) berpengaruh negatif signifikan terhadap pembiayaan Usaha Kecil dan 

Menengah (UKM) di bank syariah dan Kurs berpengaruh positif signifikan 

terhadap pembiayaan Usaha Kecil dan Menengah (UKM) di bank syariah.

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ABSTRACT 

 

This study aimed to analyze the influence of the Third Party Fund (TPF), 

Inflation, Capital Adequacy Ratio (CAR), Non Performing Financing (NPF) and 

the exchange rate of the Small and Medium Enterprises Financing in Syariah 

Bank. The object of this study is the entire Islamic banks registered in Bank 

Indonesia and the Financial Services Authority (FSA), which is composed of 

Islamic Banks (BUS) in the 2011-2014 period. The technique of selecting sample 

is done by using purposive sampling method. Samples that qualify for the 

observation of as many as 11 banks. Methods of data analysis of this study is 

multiple regression analysis.  

Research results indicate that the Third Party Fund (TPF) significant 

positive effect on financing Small and Medium Enterprises (SMEs) in Islamic 

banks, inflation is not significant negative effect on the financing of Small and 

Medium Enterprises (SMEs) in Islamic banks, the Capital Adequacy Ratio (CAR) 

significant negative effect on financing Small and Medium Enterprises (SMEs) in 

Islamic banks, Non Performing Financing (NPF) significant negative effect on 

financing Small and Medium Enterprises (SMEs) in Islamic banks and exchange 

rates significant positive effect on financing Small and Medium Enterprises 

(SMEs ) in Islamic banks.
