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ABSTRACT

Kashmir, the history of sadness and has long history since 1947. India and
Pakistan were a colony of the British Empire consisting of hundreds small states
including Jammu and Kashmir. When the British left this region in 1947, the last
of general governor Louis Mountbatten expression that princely states to
determine which of the new sovereignty counfrics they wished to join India or
Pakistan based on religion composition, condition of geographic, and people
expectation. Those countries with Muslim majorities chose become part of
Pakistan but with Hindu majoritics chose new India and 15 August 1947, India
and Pakistan were become independent countries. India is based on the principle
secular but Pakistan is based on principle religion of Islamic and even more as the
symbol of struggle between Islamic Pakistan and secular India.

Kashmir had differences 1n religion, people majorities of Kashmir were
Muslims but hold the power in Kashmir was a Hindu Harry Singh. It has big
problem in Kashmir, because people majorities of Kashmir were Muslims and
chose Pakistan, but Harry Singh chose India based on Instrument of Accession.
According to India Kashmir problems has finished and legal. But, Pakistan felt it
did not fair for majorities Mushim in Kashmir. Finally, India and Pakistan have
fought two wars specifically over Kashmir, in 1947 and 1965 and the third war
broke out again between India and Pakistan which resulted in the birth of
Bangladesh.

Finaily, UN (United Nations) formed Commission (UNCIP} The United
Nations Commission For India And Pakistan to finished Kashmir conflict by
peaceful. UNCIP has released two resolution fundamental about Kashmir in 13
August 1948 and 5 January 1949 Resolutions gave warranty that the people of
Jammu Kashmir chose India or Pakistan with right of self determination with
plebiscite or fair referendum, which sadly never wmaterialized. India did not
execute resolutions because it influenced secular, lost natural resources and
worried that Kashmir would be became part of Pakistan integration or
independent country. But Muslim majorities in Kashmir chose Pakistan as its
country. Part of Muslims majorities to fought for freedom of Kashmir by JKLF
{Jamumu Kashmir Liberation Front).

Based on the India Pakistan war of 1965 and 1971, India and Pakistan
reached two major agreement regarding Kashmir. It was Tashkent agreement
1965 and Shimla agreement 1972, Both countries agreed that relations between
India and Pakistan should be based on the principle of non-interference in the
internal affairs of each other and resolved by peaceful. Regional stability will only
exist when India and Pakistan end the current crisis and potential conflicts. In
conclusion, UN has not effective fo solve Kashmir conflict and there are inferest
of big countries in conflict Kashmir between India and Pakistan.
